Dr. Brammertz acts now as senior consultant for FRSG and speaks regularly at international
conferences on risk management and regulatory compliance. He has published numerous articles and
based on his more than twenty years of experience in financial analysis, he was one of the authors of

Accounting has been an ingenious invention by refocusing the attention from pure cash holdings to
value. This progress has however been bought at an expense: Liquidity which is a stream cannot be
represented well by traditional book keeping and even modern value analysis such as value at risk.
