As the frontline regulator of listed issuers, the Stock Exchange makes and enforces the Listing Rules in order
to ensure an orderly, informed and fair securities market in Hong Kong. Disciplinary actions pursuing breaches
of Listing Rules are one visible element of work undertaken by the Exchange to promote compliance with the
Listing Rules.
