The Division is responsible for supervising the Hong Kong
Exchanges and Clearing Limited in respect of its trading and clearing activities, authorisation of
automated trading systems, managing the investor compensation funds and facilitating the
development of the securities and futures markets. Rico has about 20 years experience in the
securities and derivatives markets. Prior to joining the SFC in October 2000, he was Chief Operations
Officer of HKFE Clearing Corporation Limited (a wholly-owned subsidiary of Hong Kong Futures

Exchange) in charge of clearing operations and risk management of the derivatives market.
