 ABOUT THE SEMINAR  

 
The global retail payments market has been developing rapidly. In Hong Kong, technological advancements 
and increasing acceptance of new technologies by the public have led to the emergence of new forms of 
retail payment products and services in recent years.   
 
To ensure the safety and soundness of these payment facilities and systems, the government has introduced 
the Clearing and Settlement Systems (Amendment) Bill 2015 to provide for a new regulatory framework for 
stored value facilities (SVF) and retail payment systems (RPS).   
 
The new regulatory framework comprises a licensing regime for SVF, a designation regime for RPS and 
relevant supervisory and enforcement powers of the HKMA to implement the relevant regulatory 
requirements. The Bill was introduced into the Legislative Council on 4 February 2015 and is currently being 
scrutinized. 
 

At the seminar, Mr. Shu-Pui LI, Head of Financial Infrastructure Development Division of the HKMA, will cover 
the latest development of the Bill and introduce the new framework for SVF and RPS.
