3. Amendments to HKSRE 2400 and HKSRE 2410

The Committee considered a matter raised by a member firm on whether early adoption
would be allowed for the amendments to HKSRE 2400 Engagements to Review
Financial Statements and HKSRE 2410 Review of Interim Financial Information
Performed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity.

The Committee endorsed the secretariat's view that as the standards already stated that
early adoption would be permissible, auditors would also be able to early adopt the
proposed amendments.
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
