BACKGROUND

Cross-border restructuring and insolvency between Hong Kong and other regions in China has become increasingly
common and complex. Effective administration of such cases requires mutual understanding of each other's legal
framework and practice. The aim of the Seminar on Beijing-Hong Kong Corporate Restructuring and Liquidation
is to promote a greater understanding and co-operation amongst officials and practitioners in this field.

In 2002, the Beijing-Hong Kong Corporate Restructuring and Liquidation Joint Working Group (the "Working Group™)
was formed under the auspices of the Insolvency Interest Group Management Committee with a view to facilitating
cross-border restructuring and insolvencies. It has since organized regular meetings in order to promote general
interchange of ideas and information between officials and practitioners from both Beijing and Hong Kong .

The idea for this Seminar originated from ad hoc meetings between members of the Insolvency Interest Group
Management Committee and representatives from the Beijing Municipal Bureau of Commerce (formerly known as
Beijing Municipal Foreign Economic Relations and Trade Commission).
