The Inland Revenue Department (“IRD”) released the revised Departmental Interpretation and Practice 
Notes (“DIPN”) No. 21 on the locality of profits in December 2009.  The revised DIPN suggests a more 
stringent approach being adopted by the IRD in assessing the source of profits.  This can have a significant 
impact on taxpayers seeking offshore claims.
